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Skate Park Meeting held at Clacton Leisure Centre

Matters arising:
· Skaters asked if trees/ shrubbery & posts could be removed from park. 
Park was designed around the existing features of Adventure Island, which was formerly at the site. 

· Skaters asked for more ramps, possibly wooden built quality.

Ramps would have to be of an approved British Standard quality- investment will be made into new ramps.

· Area surrounding raised area of Skate Park is not used. Could this be changed for skateboarding use?

Park is a multi purpose site designed for BMX riders, in-line skaters & skate boarders alike. Management to discuss this issue for the possible change in use. 

· Skaters suggested the possible change in the configuration of the entrance to the park. Discussion on possible issues relating to the entrance gate being available through the leisure centre with membership cards issued for users.

Management thought that this idea would alleviate some of the problems encountered with non-users etc. Investigation to be carried out into feasibility of it’s effect.

· Raised section accessible via a bridge requires attention. It was suggested that either a bowl/ skating surface including several ramps be installed for the boarders to utilise.

Costings to be gathered before the next meeting to decide it’s best possible use.

· It was decided that a meeting be scheduled with 3 key users of the skate park with some technical knowledge once every 4 weeks. These users will need to liase information between both the users of the park & the management of the leisure centre. 

· Skaters were interested in competitions with prizes available. 

Investigation to be carried out into other skate parks to find out how they run competitions etc.

· Skateboarding equipment- possibility of stocking at leisure centre in future.

· Code of conduct for skaters when using park- suggestions to be gathered from skaters & a policy drafted.

· Skills sessions- possible tuition sessions for beginners- to be investigated.

· Website- Set-up, but presently under construction. Ideas required for site development.
