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External funding is available via Sports Development officer (Chris Holmes) when applying for funds for organising & running a competition or to access funds for some expert coaching. The users of the facility must complete the application forms but Chris will help with this process.

Mixed reaction to this although I’m sure this will allow skaters an opportunity to learn new skills to pass onto their friends. If successful with their application a taster session will be organised to let skaters informally take part. The park will stay open for other skaters whilst coaching is in progress.

· To identify a small number of youths (approx. 4/5) to work as part of a group with sufficient experience/ knowledge to liase with Daniel/ Mike to ascertain what new equipment is required for the trax skate park. 

Key skaters identified to assist with update of old equipment. A supplier will be approached to organise a time where they can visit the facility & meet with the users & leisure centre management to discuss the best type of equipment to be purchased.

· Presently looking into running a competition for two artistic murals that will be designed & incorporated onto the two large boards at the entrance to the Skate Park. The winning two designs will be awarded £50 which can be used for skating equipment. The designers & any other willing participants will then complete the artwork with Kristina (a local artist).

Competition posters/ flyers to be advertised with a closing date to allow users sufficient time to complete their artwork. 

· Re-positioning of ramps within skate park- working party to identify where best to locate individual ramps permanently so that they are safe to use but also allow skaters the best use. 

Working party to take into consideration skaters who skate with both they’re left & right feet. Skaters will need to be consulted to ensure everybody is happy with designated ramp location.

· Re-modification/ design of specific areas within the park. Log rolls in intermediate area on R/H side of park to be removed to provide more space. Possibility of incorporating a tarmac surface to mound for skaters to incorporate area. Contractors have been contacted for their advice to best possible use of mound & they have suggested a grind bar, as other ramps require a 2metre clearance.    

Skaters were keen on this idea of incorporating the mound into park. A suggestion of a tiered effect with tarmac & staircase to the lower level was proposed. Cost implications to be researched.

· Extended opening hours throughout the school holiday six-week period – Sunday’s only! From 5.30-8pm- Dates-Sunday 23rd July until Sunday 03rd September 2006.

Skaters happy with extended hours although they asked if we could stay open later on a Saturday. Unfortunately we are unable to extend these hours on a Saturday due to the early closure of the Leisure Centre.

· Old litterbins removed due to condition- new cast iron/ concrete replacement to be purchased.

· Skateboarders asked if there was any possibility of building a cover for several of the ramps so that they could still use the park during the winter months.
