NEW £150,000 PROJECT FOR TOWN SWIMMING POOL

New equipment costing around £150,000 is to be installed at a town’s swimming pool to upgrade facilities.

Dovercourt Swimming Pool’s air ventilation units have reached the end of their life and need to be replaced.

The work is due to get under way next month and it will be completed early in June.

Tendring District Council (TDC), which runs the site, is warning customers that the pool will have to close while the scheme is carried out - but that other facilities there will remain open throughout.

Mike Carran, TDC’s Assistant Head of Leisure Services, said that the Council apologises for any inconvenience the closure will cause to users, but it is unavoidable.

“It is essential that we replace the building’s ventilation system and we need to shut the pool down for the three weeks between May 17 and June 6,” he said.

“The Lifestyles Fitness Suite, excluding the changing rooms, the all-weather pitch and grass pitches at the site will not be affected and will all be available for use.”

The new units will improve the ability to control the air temperature and environmental conditions in the pool and pool hall.

“This new equipment will be energy efficient with heat recovery capacity which will also help save money,” added Mr Carran.

Anyone with pre-paid or Direct Debit memberships – who do not need their card for anything other than swimming - will be reimbursed for the period of the closure if they contact reception.

If the card is used for other activities no action needs to be taken.

However, anyone who still wants to swim will be able to use their membership at TDC’s other pools at Clacton or Walton, if they wish to do so.

“All our customers who have swimming lessons will be written to individually and told how the closure affects them,” said Mr Carran.
